At all medical appointments, screen for tobacco, alcohol and drug
use with DAST-10 or ASSIST-FC.
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Also, screen patient’s mental health with the PHQ-2
(and PHQ-9 if positive).
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If DAST-10 warrants, talk with the patient about their needs and
instruct them on MAR Options to help them make an informed
decision.
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If patient is ready for buprenorphine initiation,

1. Complete labs (UDS, CBC, CMP, TSH, Hepatitis Panel,
HIV and TB).

2. Have patient sign Consent for Buprenorphine-Naloxone
treatment form.
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3. Discuss home vs. in-office initiation.
